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India’s advancements
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My Ponders on G20: Decoding the G20 ‘s Global Impact

India's G20 Presidency, which spans from December 2022 to November 2023, carries the inspiring theme of "Vasudhaiva
Kutumbakam" or "One Earth, One Family, One Future". The who’s who of the world all gathered at the centre of New
Delhi. It is what people call the “Met Gala of Diplomacy”. In this article, we'll explore the significance of India's G20
Presidency, its origins, key initiatives, and the impact it has on the world stage.

Let’s first know the genesis of the G20.

The G20 traces its roots back to 1999 when it was established in response to the Asian financial crisis. Initially, it served
as a platform for Finance Ministers and Central Bank Governors to discuss global economic and financial issues. Over the
years, it transformed into a platform where leaders from 20 of the world's major developed and developing economies
converge. These nations, hailing from various continents (excluding Antarctica), collectively represent a staggering 85%
of global GDP, over 75% of global trade, and approximately 2/3rds of the world's population. This sheer scale
underscores the G20's role in tackling the challenges and seizing the opportunities of our interconnected world.

Super-duper Indianized G20 Logo: A Symbol of Growth amid challenges

An intriguing aspect of India's G20 Presidency is its logo, prominently featuring the Earth encircled by a lotus, India's
national flower. This emblem symbolizes growth amidst challenges and draws inspiration from India's national flag's
vibrant colours—saffron, white, green, and blue. The logo conveys a potent message of unity. The theme, "Vasudhaiva
Kutumbakam," meaning "The World Is One Family," underscores global interconnectedness, transcending diverse
backgrounds.

India led G20 agenda and "LiFE”.

The G20 Presidency steers the G20 agenda through two tracks: the Finance Track led by Finance Ministers and Central
Bank Governors, and the Sherpa Track led by representatives of heads of state or government. Sherpas oversee
negotiations, discussing agenda items for the Summit and coordinating the G20's substantive work. Under India's
stewardship, the G20 theme accentuates "LiFE" (Lifestyle for Environment), advocating for sustainable and responsible
choices at both individual and national levels. This concept was initially introduced by India's Prime Minister, Shri
Narendra Modi, at the Conference of Parties (CoP 26) in 2021.

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Bharat’s extravagant culinary service during the G20

The most significant gathering within the G20 is when heads of state come together via Invitation from Bharat. Yes,
Article 1 of the Constitution says, “India, that is Bharat, is a Union of States”. Hence Bharat and India are officially
interchangeable. At the G20 Summit dinner, guests experienced the famous Indian saying, 'Atithi Devo Bhava' which
means 'The Guest is God.' The menu featured diverse dishes from different Indian states, including Bihar's Litti Chokha,
Rajasthani Dal Bati Churma made with millet, Punjabi Tadka Dal, and South Indian treats like Uthappam and Idli. Sweets
such as Bengali Rasgulla and South Indian Masala Dosa, along with street food favourites like Golgappa, Dahi Bhalla,
Samosa, Bhelpuri, Vada Pav, and Chatpati Chaat, were also served. This year's emphasis on millets was evident, with
samosas, parathas, kheer, and halwa made from millet. India's focus on food as a tool for cultural exchange and
diplomacy, known as "gastrodiplomacy," fosters understanding and cooperation between nations.

Historic Delhi Declaration achievements and Global Impact

The most remarkable achievement of India's G20 Presidency was the adoption of the New Delhi Leaders' Summit
Declaration with "100 per cent consensus" on the opening day. This was a historic accomplishment, especially
considering the backdrop of the Ukraine war. The "Delhi Declaration" underscored the importance of peace and
respectful dialogue, emphasizing the significance of adhering to agreed-upon rules.

Another noteworthy development was the inclusion of the African Union (AU) as a permanent member, forming a single
block akin to the existing European Union (EU). This expansion transforms the G20 into G-21, reflecting the
organization's commitment to inclusivity and diversity.

My Takeaway

In summation, India's (Bharat) G20 Presidency in 2022-2023, under the theme "Vasudhava Kutumbakam," is a
momentous period for both India and the global community. | know diplomacy can be boring but the G20 summit is not
just about policy discussions but it’s also about the grandeur, the opulence, diplomatic finesse and international flair that
binds all the countries into one family.
